B.  His Incommunicable Attributes -- How God Is Different From Us



1.  Independence  (God is not dependent)


psalm 50:7-12  

"Hear, O my people, and I will speak,

    O Israel, and I will testify against you:

    I am God, your God.

I do not rebuke you for your sacrifices

    or your burnt offerings, which are ever before me.

I have no need of a bull from your stall

    or of goats from your pens,

for every animal of the forest is mine,

    and the cattle on a thousand hills.

I know every bird in the mountains,

    and the creatures of the field are mine.

If I were hungry I would not tell you,

    for the world is mine, and all that is in it.

God is self-sufficient - John 5:26 For as the Father has life in himself, so he has granted the Son to have life in himself.

God is His own Cause - Ex. 3:14 ¶ God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM. This is what you are to say to the Israelites: ‘I AM has sent me to you.’”

Everything depends upon God - - Acts 17:24 ¶ “The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth and does not live in temples built by hands. 25 And he is not served by human hands, as if he needed anything, because he himself gives all men life and breath and everything else.

2.  Infinity  (God is not limited)

a. Infinite in Time – Eternal
 Ps. 90:2 Before the mountains were born or you brought forth the earth and the world, from everlasting to everlasting you are God.

b. Infinite in Space – Omnipresent
Psa. 139:6 Such knowledge is too wonderful for me, too lofty for me to attain.  7 Where can I go from your Spirit? Where can I flee from your presence?  8 If I go up to the heavens, you are there; if I make my bed in the depths, you are there.  9 If I rise on the wings of the dawn, if I settle on the far side of the sea,  10 even there your hand will guide me, your right hand will hold me fast.  11 If I say, “Surely the darkness will hide me and the light become night around me,”  12 even the darkness will not be dark to you; the night will shine like the day, for darkness is as light to you.  13 For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb.
Jer. 23:23 “Am I only a God nearby,” declares the LORD, “and not a God far away?  24 Can anyone hide in secret places so that I cannot see him?” declares the LORD. “Do not I fill heaven and earth?” declares the LORD.

c. Infinite in Strength – Omnipotent
Jer 32:17 17 “Ah, Sovereign LORD, you have made the heavens and the earth by your great power and outstretched arm. Nothing is too hard for you.

Mark 10:27 Jesus looked at them and said, “With man this is impossible, but not with God; all things are possible with God.”

d. Infinite in Knowledge - Omniscient 

Psa. 139:1 O LORD, you have searched me and you know me.  2 You know when I sit and when I rise; you perceive my thoughts from afar.  3 You discern my going out and my lying down; you are familiar with all my ways.  4 Before a word is on my tongue you know it completely, O LORD.  5 You hem me in—behind and before; you have laid your hand upon me.  6 Such knowledge is too wonderful for me, too lofty for me to attain.  7 Where can I go from your Spirit? Where can I flee from your presence?

Is. 40:12 13 Who has understood the mind of the LORD, or instructed him as his counselor?  14 Whom did the LORD consult to enlighten him, and who taught him the right way? Who was it that taught him knowledge or showed him the path of understanding?  15 Surely the nations are like a drop in a bucket; they are regarded as dust on the scales; he weighs the islands as though they were fine dust.

3.  Immutability  (God does not change)

james 1:17  Every good and perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of the heavenly lights, who does not change like shifting shadows.

a. In His Person
Mal. 3:6 “I the LORD do not change. So you, O descendants of Jacob, are not destroyed.

Heb. 13:8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever.

Psalm 102:27 But you remain the same, and your years will never end.

b. In His Plans / Purposes
Psa. 33:11 But the plans of the LORD stand firm forever, the purposes of his heart through all generations.

Heb. 6:17 Because God wanted to make the unchanging nature of his purpose very clear to the heirs of what was promised, he confirmed it with an oath.
c. In His Promises
Num. 23:19 God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill?

What about verses like?

Gen. 6:5 The LORD saw how great man’s wickedness on the earth had become, and that every inclination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil all the time.  6 The LORD was grieved that he had made man on the earth, and his heart was filled with pain.

These are antropomorphisms – Such verses show us that we touch His heart, not that he changes His mind

The Definition of the Trinity -- What We Mean

deuteronomy 29:29   The secret things belong to the LORD our God, but the things revealed belong to us and to our children forever, that we may follow all the words of this law.
(from the shorter catechism)

Q. #5:  Are there more Gods than one?

      A:  There is but one only, the living and true God.

Q. #6:  How many persons are there in the Godhead?

      A:  There are three persons in the Godhead:  the Father, the Son, and the Holy

Ghost;  and these three are one God, the same in substance, equal in power and glory.

A. There is only ONE GOD
deuteronomy  6:4   Hear, O Israel:  The LORD our God, the LORD is one.
B.   The Father is God.  The Son is God. The Holy Spirit is God
john  1:1   In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
Rom. 1:7 To all in Rome who are loved by God and called to be saints: 

Grace and peace to you from God our Father and from the Lord Jesus Christ.

A.  Father is the Architect of our salvation.

romans  8:29-30   For those God foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the likeness of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brothers.  And those he predestined, he also called;  those he called, he also justified;  those he justified, he also glorified.
B.  Son is the Accomplisher of our salvation.

mark 10:45   For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.
C.  Holy Spirit is the Applier of our salvation.

1 peter  1:2   . . .who have been chosen according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through the sanctifying work of the Spirit, for obedience to Jesus Christ and sprinkling by his blood:  Grace and peace be yours in abundance.
WESTMINSTER CONFESSION 

CHAPTER II. - Of God, and of the Holy Trinity.

1. There is but one only, living, and true God, who is infinite in being and perfection, a most pure spirit, invisible, without body, parts, or passions; immutable, immense, eternal, incomprehensible, almighty, most wise, most holy, most free, most absolute; working all things according to the counsel of His own immutable and most righteous will, for His own glory; most loving, gracious, merciful, long-suffering, abundant in goodness and truth, forgiving iniquity, transgression, and sin; the rewarder of them that diligently seek Him; and withal, most just, and terrible in His judgments, hating all sin, and who will by no means clear the guilty. 

2. God hath all life, glory, goodness, blessedness, in and of Himself; and is alone in and unto Himself all-sufficient, not standing in need of any creatures which He hath made, nor deriving any glory from them, but only manifesting His own glory in, by, unto, and upon them. He is the alone fountain of all being, of whom, through whom, and to whom are all things and hath most sovereign dominion over them, to do by them, for them, or upon them whatsoever Himself pleaseth. In His sight all things are open and manifest, His knowledge is infinite, infallible, and independent upon the creature, so as nothing is to Him contingent, or uncertain. He is most holy in all His counsels, in all His works, and in all His commands. To Him is due from angels and men, and every other creature, whatsoever worhsip, service, or obedience He is pleased to require of them. 

3. In the unity of the Godhead there be three persons, of one substance, power, and eternity: God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost: the Father is of none, neither begotten, not proceeding; the Son is eternally begotten of the Father; the Holy Ghost eternally proceeding from the Father and the Son. 

[38] MATT 3:16-17 And Jesus, when he  was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove,  and lighting upon him: And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. MATT 28:19 Go ye therefore, and  teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. II COR 13:14 The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ,  and the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Ghost, be with you all. Amen.

 [39] JOHN 1:14,18 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full  of grace and truth. No man hath seen God at any time; the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.

[40] JOHN 15:26 But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the  Father, He shall testify of me. GAL 4:6 And Because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father. 

The Nicene Creed
Written during the 4th century A.D. in an attempt to unify the Christian church under emperor   Constantine. It is heavily influenced by the theologian Athanasius and the work of the first two   ecumenical councils of Nicaea (325) and Constantinople (381). It was adopted by the council of   Chalcedon in A.D. 451. Its central doctrines are those of the Person of Jesus Christ and the reality of the Holy Spirit. It is accepted by all three major branches of Christendom including  Protestant, Roman Catholic and Eastern Orthodox Christians.
